Our officers are well aware of the local ordinance and speak to people
when they are caught violating this. As with any enforcement in our small community, these problems are
usually addressed with a verbai warning to first time offenders. While many people are very inconsiderate
when it comes to cleaning up after their dog, many people are not aware or forget that we have a local
ordinance about picking up after their dog, let alone that they are required to have items with them to clean
up any mess. While this is an apparent problem and a nuisance to many, | feel a first time verbal warning is
not out of the question just as if an officer decides whether or not to issue a traffic summaons on a vehicle
stop. | live on the main road and find dog feces on my lawn all the time. When | catch someone, | will go out
and ask them to please pick it up and have even given a few people a grocery bag to pick it up. 1 am a dog
owner and know what it is like. But these times are few and far between and mast of the time | am picking
this stuff up on my own as there is no one around to biame.

As for enforcement, it is correct that a person must be caught in the act for violating this ordinance. Per the
New York State Criminal Procedure Law, a violation of this ordinance is considered a violation, and a person
cannot be arrested by the police for a violation of any law when said violation did not occur in the officers
presence. The only way, other than being caught by the officer, is if someone else observes the violation and
is willing to give a supporting deposition to the police, in which case we can act on the depaosition and arrest
the person for the violation. If we acted on and.arrested people based on our belief that a person may or
may not have done something, or took someone’s word that a person committed a violation and did not

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support this statement through a deposition, we would be falsely arresting people, thereby violating the NYS
CPL and also violating a person’s civil rights.

| will post a reminder memo for my patrol officers to initial and acknowledge regarding this local law and be
aware of this problem while on patrol. Feel free to share this with whoever and if they have further questions
on how we may address this problem further from a law enforcement standpoint, refer them to speak to me.

AMENDMENT OF CHAPTER 13 DOGS

LOCALIAW# of 2005

A local law relating to the amendment of subparagraphs 13-3, to include a
requirement of dog owners to clean up excrement of their animal when they are not on
property they own, 13-5 to include police and/or any law enforcement officer or peace
officer for enforcement and 13-6 to amend penalties for offenses.

§ 13-3 is hereby repealed and replaced with the following:

§ 13-3 Prohibited Actions

A. It shall be unlawful for any owner of 2 dog to permit, or allow, or have anyone
else who has custody and control of such dog to: '

1. Leash required. Run at large.

2. Disturbance to the Public. Engage in habitnal loud howling, barking, or
whining or to conduct itself in such a manner as to habitually annoy any person other
than the owner of the dog.

3. Damage. Cause damage or destruction to public or private property other than
on property of the owner of the dog. ‘

4. Clean Up. Tt shall be the responsibility of dog owners or persons who are in
custody and control of a dog within the Village of Tupper Lake, to immediately remove
from any street, sidewalk or other public or private property, other than the dog owner’s
property, any defecation made by such dog or dogs. :

4.1 Removal Item. Every person walking a dog (also dogs) on property other
than that owned by the dog owner, shall be required to carry a device commonly referred
to as a pooper scooper or such other implements or materials capable of being utilized to
remove the defecation of the dog or dogs.

4.2 Disposal. It shall be unlawful for any person to dispose of the dog defecation
in any other place other than the owner’s home. In no event shall any feces be disposed
of in any sewer or drain, whether storm or sanitary.

4.3 Exemptions. The provisions of Article 13 subsection 4,4.1, and 4.2, shall
not apply to any person with a disability as defined in § 292 (21) of the Executive Law.

5. Prohibited Actions. It shall be unlawful for any dog owner or person having
custody and control of such dog:



A. To allow the ddg to bite, chase, jump upon or otherwise harass any person in
such a manner as to cause intimidation or to put such person in reasonable fear of bodily
njury.

B. To allow the dog to chase, leap on or otherwise interfere with pedestrian
traffic of persons riding any means of transportation, whether or not such transportation

is powered by muscular power or by any engine, whether electrical, diesel, or gas.
powered. '

C. To allow the dog to kill or injure any dog, cat or household pet.
D. To fail to license the dog after age six months or older.

E. To fail to have a current and valid New York State Identification tag on its
collar when the dog is at large or unrestrained by a leash.

F. If female dog, to be off the owner’s premises when it is in heat.

And Chapter 13 is further amended by adding the following underlined langnage to
subparagraph A of Chapter 13-5 and leaving the rest of the sub-chapter in force.

Chapter § 13-5 Appearance tickets, complaints, remedies, enforcement

A. Any dog control officer, police officer and/or anv law enforcement officer or
peace officer shall have authority to issue an appearance ticket, or in lieu thereof, a
uniform appearance ticket and simplified information as provided by the Criminal
Procedure Law and the Agricultural and Markets Law. :

Chapter § 13-6 is hereby repealed and replaced with the following:

§ 13-6. Penalties for Offenses. Any violation of this article shall constitute a
violation, punishable by a mandatory minimum fine of not less than $100 for each
occurrence or separate offense; a mandatory minimum fine of not less than $200 for each
subsequent occurrence or separate offense, and a mandatory minimum fine of $300 for
each subsequent occurrence or separate offense and/or by imprisonment for a period not
exceeding ten days or by both such fine and imprisonment for each separate offense.

- Fines are mandatorily doubled for violations occurring on school grounds,
whether public or private and in public parks or recreation areas. '

The Court is directed to UICA § 2021 and PL § 420.10 for fines and imposition
of such fines and under PL § 430.20 for imprisonment for the failure to pay fines.



This local law amendment shall take effect immediately upon filing with the -
Secretary of State, provided, however, that if such local law is subject to a permissive
referendum, the village clerk shall forthwith proceed to notice such fact and conduct such
referendum if required by petition. All other provisions of this Article that have not been
repealed or amended by this local law will remain in full force and effect.

On Jjuly 12, 2013 Governor Cuomo signed into a law a bill that prohibits smoking at playgrounds. This takes
effect in October 2013 and is intended to protect the health of children, who are more susceptible to the ill
effects of second-hand smoke than adults, This step forward promotes a healthier lifestyle and cleaner
enviranment for the families in our communities.

The Environmental Protection Agency estimates that approximately 300,000 U.S. children less than 18
months old suffer lower respiratory tract infections {like pneumonia and bronchitis), more severe asthma,
and more ear infections because they are exposed to secondhand smoke. Additionally, the American Poison
Cantrol Centers reports that in 2012 more than 5,700 children were poisoned from eating cigarette butts.

The Adirondack Tobacco Free Network (ATFN) is committed to reducing adolescent and adult use of
tobacco products through cooperative programs in prevention, cessation, advacacy, palicy initiatives and
community education. Outdoor recreational areas should be places that people can breathe fresh air and
exercise smoke free. Tobacco free policies reduce secondhand smoke exposure and eliminate cigarette
butts so families can enjoy outdoor activities in a healthy environment. According to a survey conducted for
ATFN by Sienna College in May of this year, 87% of the respondents were in favor of limiting tobacco use in
playgrounds.

* § 139%-o-1. Smoking restrictions; certain outdoor areas. 1. Smoking
shall not be permitted and no person shall smoke during the hours
between sunrise and sunset, when one or more persons under the age of
twelve are present at any playground. For the purposes of this section,
the term "playground” means an improved area designed, equipped, and set
aside for play of six or more children which is not intended for use as
an athletic playing field or athletic court, and shall include any play
equipment, surfacing, fencing, signs, internal pathways, internal land+

forms, wvegetation, and related structures. Playgrounds or playground
equipment constructed upon one, two and three-family residential real
preperty are exempt from the requirements of this section. This section
shall not apply te any playground located within the city of New York.

2. MNec police officer, peace officer, regulatory officer or law
enforcement official may arrest, ticket, stop or question any person
based soiely or in part on an alleged violation of subdivision one of
this section, nor may an alleged violation of subdivision one of this
section support probable cause to conduct any search or limited search
of any person or his or her immediate surroundings.

$ 13%%-p. Posting of signs. 1. "Smoking™ or "NWo Smoking" signs, or
the international "No Smoking” symbol, which consists of a pictorial
representation of a burning cigarette enclosed in a circle with a bar
across it, shall be prominently posted and properly maintained where
smeking is regulated by this article, by the owner, operator, manager or
other person having control of such area.

2. The owner, operator or manager of a hotel or motel that chooses to
develop and implement a smoking policy for rooms rented to guests shall
post & notice at the reception area of the establishment as to the
availability, upon request, of rooms in which no smoking is allowed.

§ 1399-r. General provisions. 1. Nothing in this article shall be
construed to deny the owner, operator or manager of a place coverad by
this article the right +to designate the entire place, or any part
thereof, as a nonsmoking area.

2. The provisions c¢f this article shall apply to the legislative,
executive and Jjudicial branches of state government and any political
subdivision of the state.

3. Smoking may not be permitted where prohibited by any other law,
rule, or regulation of any state agency or any political subdivision of
the state.

Dear Mr. Mattimore

As discussed in our teleconference on Monday, August 19, 2013, we have prepared this letter to
present our position in regards to the location of the Tupper Lake Multi-Use ‘Trail, in relation to
the potential rail turnaround near the Tupper Lake rail depot. The focus of this issue involves
approximately 1500 If. of proposed trail and railbed, as measured from the rail switch between
Pine and Cedar Streets, to approximately 1200’ south of Cedar Street (vef: the attached plan). It
has been suggested by the Department that the planned location of our trail, which follows the
existing cleared railbed in this 1200 fi. long area, be shifted away from the railbed, to allow for
the possibility of constructing an upgraded rail turnaround at some time in the future.

We request consideration of an alternative approach to this issue, which would be to maintain the
planned alignment of the trail on the railbed. The preparation of a Memo of Understanding
(MOU) between the NYSDOT and the Village, would outline the requirement for the Village at
its own expense, to immediately move the trail off the railbed accordingly to the offset detail
approved by NYSDOT. Our reasoning for this request is founded on several issues:

» Timing — we feel that this approach will take the least amount of time to come to
agreement. Time is valuable in several respects:

o Allows for more opportunity for construction — we have a limited construction
season here in Tupper Lake, and getting to final design sooner will be a benefit.

o Allows Village to continue Village planned construction related to the trail
project, which has been placed on hold at the request of the Department. Existing
construction on Pleasant Ave. must be completed before the winter months.

o Pushing existing trail construction by Village forces to next year will delay our
DPW from completing other work within the Village planned and funded for next
year. Our Village Residents expect that we will fulfill our commitments for next
year.

» Environmental Concerns — The trail presently follows the railbed alignment, which is
substantially clear of environmental issues in this area. Shifting the trail off the proposed
alignment within and/or off the railbed corridor may introduce additional environmental
concerns. The extent and cost of the offset alignment is not known at this time. The time
and cost of performing these preliminary design tasks are currently a significant issue for
the Village at this time. Additional involvement with permitting agencies {(NYSDEC,
USACE, APA) will require updating which is additional time and cost.

o This is not the only opportunity for rail turnaround on the Remsen — Lake Placid line.
We have learned that trains could turn around at another nearby location.
