The purpose of the Proposed Local Law is to authorize the Town Board of the Town of Tupper Lake to adopt a tax levy for the year 2016 in excess of .7% over the tax levy adopted for the year 2016. PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF THE YEAR 2015

TOWN OF TUPPER LAKE, FRANKLIN COUNTY

A Local Law to Override the Tax Levy Limit Established in General Municipal Law §3-c
Section 1. Legislative Intent
It is the intent of this Local Law to override the limit on the amount of real property tax that may be levied by the Town of Tupper Lake, County of Franklin pursuant to General Municipal law §3-c, and to allow the Town of Tupper Lake, County of Franklin to adopt a budget for (a) Town purposes, (b) fire protection districts, and 9c) any other special or improvement district governed by the Town Board for the fiscal year 2016 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal law §3-c.
Section 2. Authority
This Local Law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal law §3-c, which expressly authorizes the Town Board to override the tax levy limit by the adoption of a local law approved by vote of sixty percent (60%) of the Town Board.
Section 3. Tax Levy Limit Override
The Town Board of the Town of Tupper Lake, County of Franklin is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2016 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise proscribed in General Municipal law §3-c.
Section 4. Severability
If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance, shall be adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or in it is application to the person, individual, firm or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or order shall be rendered.
Section 5 Effective date
This Local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

Mary Casagrain – ask board members to clarify tax cap amount.

Public Comments
Donald Dechene – stated when he was Highway Superintendent the town paid the village $5,000.00 for fire protection and the village paid town $5,000.00 to plow streets, now the town pays over a $100,000. For fire protection and we still plow streets.

Supervisor Littlefield reminded public this is a hearing on the 2016 budget not Fire Protection District.

James Kucipeck – stated we needed a new fire station, but not one at that cost, I have concerns now it is built how do we pay for it? I do not believe the Village negotiated in good faith. Encourage Town Board to stick with the $135,000.00 as budgeted.

Ron LaScala – stated 61% of town’s people live inside the Village, Should not be Village tax payers to foot the whole bill for fire station. The town board is not just representing the 39% outside the village, the towns people also receive all benefits the village provides.

Jack Delehanty – agrees with what Jim Kucipeck & Ron LaScala said, Village and Town need to negotiated, feels we have to many governments in community, maybe consolidated services.

Mary Casagrain- stated she owns 6 parcels 3 inside and 3 outside of Village, feels should be the same amount per thousand for the same service, should not argue over  few cents.
Councilwoman Lefebvre- stated in committee meeting for new emergency building she sat in on, Shawn Forin stated to town committee members it was a courtesy that we were there; the town would not be bonding, or voting, and is not the towns department.

Matthew Choate – feels it should be equal for what we pay for fire protection.

Rick Donah – read letter to board members on his thoughts of the overall view of the Emergency Service Building. He is upset and put his “heart and soul into protect”. Building is for everyone in community. Feels Village has been fair. 

Larry Reandeau – supports and agrees with town board members, should have had a referendum or something for the town s people on emergency service building. Maybe should relook at Town of Santa Clara contract with Village for Fire Protection, feels they pay very little amount for protection.

Supervisor Littlefield stated the Town Board would like to know what is the assessed value of the Town of Santa Clara District they are paying a flat rate of $40,000.oo for, to the Village of Tupper Lake for Fire Protection, and how much is the actual cost of the police part of the Emergency Service Building, these are fair questions and will tell us where the tax payers money is going.

Dan McClelland – feels fire protection should go by per parcel should not be assessed value.

Councilman Quinn – stated we are contracting for a service like the Town of Santa Clara. 

Councilman Dechene – never was there an amount given from Village about how much Town would have to pay for Fire Protection, only update on building cost.
