Is was recommend by the comptroller’s office, we cannot give public property to a private business, even though they lease from the town also it is a liability to the town to have a non town employees operating town owned equipment.  Board members agreed to hold off in doing anything with the truck for now.
	Councilman Dechene visited Maddox Hall to see about a lift being installed for food pantry, there is no lift there now, will contact companies for prices.

	Councilman Quinn suggested we discuss creating a full time person for Littlewolf Caretaker / Laborer person during off season, to help eliminate difficulty in finding caretaker for Littlewolf Campground every year.
	Final report from SUNY ESF students who did Setting Pole Dam study is now available for anyone who wants to read.
Councilman Quinn and Supervisor Littlefield have been meeting with Village Officials to equalize Water and Sewer rates between the Village and Town.
Councilman Quinn reported Highway Superintendent has some figures on redoing the parking lot at town hall, will revisit budget to see what amount was put in, maybe dig out and let set for a year.

Supervisor Littlefield reported she attended a Joint Fire Protection Committee meeting, went over budget for this year’s , some discussion on possible purchase of another used fire truck.
Franklin County Public Health normally holds a rabies clinic in Tupper Lake did not schedule one for this year, after a few phone calls Supervisor Littlefield stated after speaking with Billy Jones & Barbara Rice they will schedule a Clinic in Tupper Lake and let us know.
Thanked Franklin County Soil & Water for a wonderful Arbor Day Celebration. 40 Trees were planted along campground area.
	Thank you to Highway Crew for sand clean-up.
	Corrected square footage on Appraisal for Downtown Fire Hall has been made 3,264 square feet + garage 840 square feet, amount of $121,000.00 stay the same. Separate lot still needs to be done.

MOWING CONTRACT WITH MUNICIPALITY
Resolution #26-2016
	This contract made the 12th day of May 2016 by and between the Town of Tupper Lake hereinafter called the “Town” and Franklin County Highway Department, hereinafter called the “County”.

ARTICLE 1 – SCOPE OF WORK

	The Town shall furnish all of the equipment and perform all of the work described in the Project Specifications attached.

ARTICLE 2 – TIME OF COMPLETION

	The work to be performed under this contract shall be the first mowing should be completed by July 1, 2016 with the second mowing to be completed by September 15, 2016.

ARTICLE 3 – THE CONTRACT SUM

	The County shall pay the Town for performance of the Contract in current funds at the rate of $100.00 per mile for each mowing with a total of $200.00 per mile/per season, 2.23 miles equaling four hundred forty six dollars ($446.00) upon completion of the work and submission of a properly certified invoice.

	Upon receipt of notice that the work is ready for final inspection and acceptance, the County will promptly make such inspection, and when it finds the work acceptable under the contract and the contract fully performed, it shall promptly approve payment for the entire amount due the Town.

	The making and acceptance of the final payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims by the County, except those arising from unsettled liens, from faulty work appearing after payment or from requirements of the specifications, and of all claims by the Town except those previously made and still unsettled.

ARTICLE 4 – CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

	The Project Specifications together with this agreement form the contract and they are as fully a part of the contract as if hereto or herein repeated.
