    Override Tax Cap:
				PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF THE YEAR 2016

TOWN OF TUPPER LAKE, FRANKLIN COUNTY

A Local Law to Override the Tax Levy Limit Established in General Municipal Law §3-c
Section 1. Legislative Intent

It is the intent of this Local Law to override the limit on the amount of real property tax that may be levied by the Town of Tupper Lake, County of Franklin pursuant to General Municipal law §3-c, and to allow the Town of Tupper Lake, County of Franklin to adopt a budget for (a) Town purposes, (b) fire protection districts, and (c) any other special or improvement district governed by the Town Board for the fiscal year 2017 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal law §3-c.
Section 2. Authority
This Local Law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal law §3-c, which expressly authorizes the Town Board to override the tax levy limit by the adoption of a local law approved by vote of sixty percent (60%) of the Town Board.
Section 3. Tax Levy Limit Override
The Town Board of the Town of Tupper Lake, County of Franklin is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2017 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise prescribed in General Municipal law §3-c.
Section 4. Severability
If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance, shall be adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or in it is application to the person, individual, firm or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or order shall be rendered.
Section 5 Effective date
This Local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

	WHEREAS, the Village of Tupper Lake, hereinafter referred to as the “Village”, is proposing to cause to be constructed water system improvements to serve Village and Town  residents, businesses, and institutions; and
	WHEREAS, the Village of Tupper Lake, is further proposing additional water system improvements to accommodate the proposed Adirondack Club & Resort as part of their current water system improvements project; and
	WHEREAS, the Village of Tupper Lake Village Board desires to serve and act as the lead agency for the purposes of SEQR to include evaluation of all proposed actions submitted for its consideration that may affect the environment in light of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) and the regulations promulgated thereunder, and the required environmental review will be conducted solely by the Village of Tupper Lake Board, and
	WHEREAS, Town of Tupper Lake will continue to be notified as an “interested agency” per the requirements of SEQR.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town of Tupper Lake Council that the Village of Tupper Lake is authorized to act as Lead Agency for the purposes of SEQR, including all required evaluation and environmental review, for all portions of the Village of Tupper Lake Water System Improvements Project including areas that fall solely within the Town of Tupper Lake, and including proposed additional water system improvements to accommodate the Adirondack Club & Resort.
