3. The DCO shall be an independent contractor and not an employee of the Town, and shall maintain all necessary or appropriate insurance coverages to protect the Town and provide proof thereof.
4. The DCO shall familiarize himself with the protocols, statutes and best practices pertaining to the office, including review of the agricultural and markets laws and the dog control officer & municipal shelter guide attached.
5. The DCO shall serve at the pleasure of the town board and this contract may be terminated with or without cause at any time.
6. The DCO agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the town for any damages resulting from any action or inaction undertaken by the DCO in connection with his duties if said damages are not covered by insurance.

Resolution #14 / 2016

THIS AGREEMENT, dated February 11, 2016 between the People of the State of New York, hereinafter to as “State” or “NYSDOT” and the Town of Tupper Lake, New York, hereinafter referred to as “Municipality.” Pursuant to Section 99-r of the General Municipal Law, the State and the Municipality wish to share services, exchange or lend materials or equipment which shall promote and assist the maintenance of State and Municipal roads and highway and provide a cost savings by maximizing the effective utilization of both parties’ resources. The State and the Municipality agree to share services as follows:

1. Description and Cost of Services, Materials or Equipment to be shared for any undeclared Emergency Events. Costs to be determined at a later date. The total amount of the agreement shall not exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00)

2. The Provider’s employees shall remain under full supervision and control of the Provider. The parties shall remain fully responsible for their own employees for all matters, including but not limited to, salary, insurance, benefits and Workers Compensation.

3. If the borrowed machinery or equipment is damaged or otherwise needs repair arising out of or in connection with the Recipient’s use, the Recipient’s shall be responsible for such repairs.

4. The Municipality agrees to indemnify the State for any and all claims arising out of the Municipality’s acts or omissions under this Agreement.  The State agrees to indemnify the Municipality for any and all claims arising out of the State’s acts or omissions under this Agreement.

5. The term of this Agreement shall be for one (1) year.  The parties will endeavor to provide no less than thirty (30) days’ notice of its intent to extend the Agreement. Either party may revoke this Agreement, with or without cause, by providing sixty (60) days written notice of such revocation. Upon revocation, any outstanding obligations of the parties must be satisfied within thirty (30) days of the date of such revocation.

WHEREAS, a parcel of land in the town of Tupper Lake bearing tax map #522.-1-1 has been assessed by the Town Assessor at a value of $2,191,900.00 since 2011, and

WHEREAS,   said property consists of 2,571 acres, a 7 bedroom camp, a 3 bedroom guide cabin, and 5600 feet of frontage on Little Simon Pond, and

WHEREAS, the owner of the parcel has contested the tax assessment for the years 2011, 2012,
2013, 2014, and 2015, claiming that the assessment should be lowered to $1,467,950.00, and

WHEREAS, the 2011 tax assessment case has preceded to trial and was tried on February 4,
