Public Comments

Fire Chief Carl Steffen comment that he is wearing two hats tonight as a fire chief, the Village owns all of the equipment if they respond to a fire in the town they have to respond with nothing. “Providing fire protection outside the village without a contract would make all the department’s insurance “null and void”. As a taxpayer he estimated is only .18 cents per thousand they are asking for.

John Ellis commented the need for new fire station has been talk about since he was Village Attorney in 1990 and rates were equalized. He hopes the village and town board come to a fair compromise over fire protection.

Ron LaScala there were four public hearings host by the fire station study committee, a town board member was always present. Hopes there could be equitable fire protection agreement in place by January 1, 2016.

Supervisor Littlefield responded there is no way we said there would be no fire contract, we are currently negotiating with the village. Town board was never aware of the $204,000., request until September of this year.
