Emergency Declaration 

March 16, 2020

On March 16, 2020 at 4:30 pm a joint emergency declaration was declared for the Village and the Town of Tupper Lake.  The declaration was made pursuant to Article 2-b of the Executive Law of the State of New York.  This declaration has been made and signed by the Mayor Paul A. Maroun and the Town Supervisor Patricia S. Littlefield.  This declaration is made because of threats to the general safety of those within the Village and Town of Tupper Lake.  These threats are a result of an imminent threat from the COVID-19 Pandemic event.


This emergency declaration is in effect from the aforementioned date and time and will continue in effect until March 21, 2020 at 4:30 pm, at which time or before there will be a re-evaluation.  At that time the conditions will be assessed and the state of emergency may be continued for a definitive period of time if conditions so warrant.  This declaration can be canceled prior to the listed date and time if conditions improve.


The Village and Town of Tupper Lake strongly advise those within these municipalities to follow the recommendations as posted by CDC, NYS Health, Franklin County Public Health, and New York State Laws, Rules and Regulations.
